Martha presented the following vouchers JV00829 through 116013 in the amount of $15165.92 to the board.
Old Business: SE WA Health partnership received 100,000, Garfield county will be receiving 30,000 of that for projects in the county one of them is the summer lunch program we are working with the Nazarene church, school and food bank to set up the program, Martha is looking into what other projects might be good investments for these dollars. FPHS has been fully funded we received not only a pre payment of the previous committed dollars but an additional payment of the dollars that had been in limbo were funded.  Laura offered further review of the Resolutions that were approved on Monday April 20, 2020. Martha gave a brief update on the COVID-19 response we have tested 21 and have 21 negatives. There are going to be many new guidelines coming out and new testing protocols that Public Health will be involved in. We are set up for more extensive case tracing. We have 17 beds set up for Isolation through our emergency housing grant as well. We have postponed the community walk, until we have further reopening guidance. 
 
New Business:  We are working on submitting the SNAPED grant. It is due on Friday, Jessica and Martha has been putting together the projects and plans for a 2021 to 2024 grant period. Elizabeth has been able to keep working on her Breast Feeding coordinator training and is about one third done. Justin asked Martha about sending a letter of support from our county and surrounding counties to let the eastern Washington counties start a more comprehensive reopening of businesses. Martha suggested waiting to see what the Governor has to say on Monday May 4 and then work together to put together a letter to send to the Governor. 
 
The activity report was reviewed.
