Old Business: Martha updated the board on Covid-19 numbers in the county, we have had no positives in 14 days and now pending tests as of this morning. We are seeing many cases in surrounding areas, so she asked that we continue to be diligent in keeping our community safe. We are hopeful to keep our cases limited to facilitate a safe opening of our schools. Our housing grant has been extended to December 31, 2020, so we will have a back up plan for any individuals needing isolation or quarantine. Our PPE supplies have been holding constant. Our nurses were on a preliminary COVID-19 vaccine call, discussing what the process will look like for getting a vaccine out to the public, will most likely follow our flu pandemic vaccination protocols. Looking possibly like we may need to address storage of the vaccine so we are looking into fridge and freezer purchases. There was no SE WA Health Alliance meeting in August, counties are working on their plans to spend their group health funds. FPHS is still looking at attaining sustainable funds for communicable diseases.  
 
New Business:  It was reported that Alberta Wolf will be resigning as a board member, she will stay until we find a replacement, we thanked her for her years of service. Martha will be putting out an advertisement for a replacement this week or next. Resolution 2020-21, 22, and 23 regarding the extension of housing contracts 1 and 2 and also the housing grant extension to December 31, 2020 were read, it was moved by Wynne McCabe, seconded by Bob Johnson and passed to approve the resolution. Resolution 2020-24 to surplus the brother color printer to the Garfield county food bank was read. It was moved by Bob Johnson, seconded by Patty Blachly, and passed to approve the resolution.  Resolution 2020-25 and 26 Amendments #13 and #14 to the Consolidated contract amending the statement of work for the WIC contract and adding funding for the ELC Cares Covid grant and renewing the Immune program grant for a total revised contract amount of $518,599 were read. It was moved by Wynne McCabe, seconded by Patty Blachly, and passed to approve these resolutions. Martha reported she is working with the fairboard on a livestock show and sale plan and also working with the school on their reopening plan. She also reported that she will be working with Laura on a budget amendment for the next board meeting to add all the new funds that we have received since the first of the year. She is hopeful that more funds will be coming for care coordination for those that can’t afford to quarantine for 14 days, helping with rent and any other expenses. Rachel commented that if there are people struggling now to send them her way she has Pomeroy Assist dollars that can help. 
 
The activity report was reviewed.
