Alberta Wolf moved to approve the vouchers, payroll and financial report. Patty Blachly seconded the motion. The motion passed.   

Old Business: SE WA Health partnership meeting monthly, at this month’s meeting they went back to working on the community health plan, working with Steve Smith on prioritizing our projects across the three counties. No new updates for FPHS, still watching couple bills going through legislature. Bob Johnson reported on one of them being good for funding FPHS but not so good for insurance negotiations. Martha reported that she thinks it is good that Public Health is in the discussion and they are working on finding us sustainable dollars. We will skip EH discussion and talk about in new business. We will be doing our community walk in May and have decided to dedicate the walk to Louise Munday. We will have two routes this year one the same as last year and one a little longer. Martha updated us on the COVID-19 virus, there is still a low risk to Washington residents, they just moved 4 positive patients in to Sacred Heart isolation rooms for care. We are using this as an opportunity to work on our preparedness and keeping up on updates from the state.  
New business: Resolution 2020-02 Health Officer Contract Raise and Resolution 2020-03 Jessica Nelson 6 month Raise were both discussed, it was pointed out by commissioner Dixon to make sure the raises such as the Health officer gets done during budget time, Martha commented that it was done at budget time and is in the budget, but that it was misunderstood that a resolution also needed to be done, there being no further discussion it was moved by Bob Johnson and seconded by Patty Blachly to approve the resolutions. It was passed to approve. Resolution 2020-04 contract with Asotin county for Septic EH services, the details of the contract were discussed. It was moved by Wynne McCabe, seconded by Alberta Wolf to approve the resolution, it was passed to approve. Resolution 2020-05 Contract with Shanda Wolf for Food Establishment Services, the details of the contract were discussed, it was moved by Patty Blachly and seconded by Wynne McCabe to approve the contract. It was passed to approve. Laura gave an update on PHEPER Hazard mitigation plan moving forward, lots of COVID-19 info being reviewed on a daily basis, she gave an update on the canvas and cupcake event Jessica did at the school and also Jessica’s new newsletter. Martha reported on the Public health nurses activities, she has done BP’s at the school with the teachers, she will be starting the SAIL classes back up in March at the Senior center and also started back up doing BP’s at the senior center on a monthly basis, she partnered with the Dentist office and did some dental outreach with the 4th graders, she is set up to do some nutrition ed with the 2nd graders and Jessica will be helping with that as well. We will be helping with Child Find at the school on March 12th. Martha is pursuing the SNAPED grant for Garfield county, she has had it in Columbia for years and it is a great outreach grant for nutrition education. It will be a good fit for the work that Jessica is doing already. It is a 3 year grant. She will be attending the HRSA telehealth conference in Portland and also a grant writing conference in Spokane.
