Alberta Wolf moved to approve the vouchers, payroll and financial report. Patty Blachly seconded the motion. The motion passed.   

Old Business:  Martha reported on the progress of the SE WA Health Partnership, they elected a board with a variety of disciplines like they had planned and also adopted bylaws. They will be set up as a pass thru agency as well so other groups could use their 501 c 3 status to get funds for outreach activities. Martha was elected as the administrator. Legislature is back in session, Martha will be following it closely to see how they will be trying to fill the funding shortfall caused by the short tax on vaping products. Martha gave an update on the coronavirus, there is one case in Washington at this time and 50 contacts they are monitoring. There is no definite info on the virus available to public yet. Martha is working on a Septic contract with Asotin county, she is using her contract with Walla Walla as an example and hopes to have it done and accepted by Asotin county by the next board meeting. She is also working on the food inspection contract and is looking into a local option for the contract.  
New business: Resolution 2020-01 Amendment #10 to Consolidated contract increasing funding in WIC program by $1085.00 for training, it was moved by Wynne McCabe to approve the contract, seconded by Patty Blachly and passed to approve the motion. Martha gave an update on the community walk coming up in May, we would like to dedicate it to a local and will have more info on that at the next meeting. Laura gave an update on the car seat training she went to in Spokane and also on her PHEPR activities. Martha reported on the HRSA training she attended in Maryland. The dental outreach in the school will be happening most likely the first two weeks of March. Elizabeth will be doing blood pressures at the school on Feb 14th to promote heart health month. Elizabeth and Jessica will be doing the nutrition classes with the 2nd graders in March. Jessica got SPORT trained and will be doing a wellness project with the school athletes and also a cupcakes and canvas event at the school. There will be a Mental Health 1st AID class here in Pomeroy on February 11th. Jessica did a survey with the clients of the food bank to research how the fresh fruits and vegetables were received from the grant we helped them get last year. Should have results put together soon. Martha reported she will be on vacation next week.
