Old Business: SE WA Alliance for Health had a good turnout for the July meeting lots of good discussions on each county’s plan to spend their group health funds. The FPHS funds are coming a good time to help support our covid response as well as our community outreach and business competency. Covid-19 update, we have two confirmed cases in Garfield County. The response has gone well, relatively easy contact tracing with low to no community exposure from either case, and isolation/quarantine has been respected by both cases. New phase 3 guidelines were released on Friday going into effect today, limiting gatherings back to 10 outside your household per week, there are no guidelines for going to Phase 4 at this time and no timeline as to when that might be possible. Martha believes that currently the rest of the phase 3 guidelines will remain the same, looking into the pool guidelines to see if there is any additional restrictions. Places of worship have not changed at this time. It was reported that currently the Dunes are open but restricted to groups of 50. Martha reported that we received the initial approval for the SNAPED grant at $13,439, there are somethings that we have to complete and won’t have final approval until September, but it looks promising that we will receive the grant. She will keep board updated as to the progress. Our new nurse was hired just in time, she was here when we received our first case and has been much help for Elizabeth in doing the contact tracing. It will be good to have someone to relieve her for weekends and holidays. Laura reported that the summer food program is going well and is serving about 100-120 kids for breakfast and lunch. The backpack program is also still going strong and Kathy Feider has been doing those deliveries. Jessica has put together some great packets to support the kids. Martha added that we may see 2 years of additional COVID support dollars to help with our ongoing response. We haven’t spent all of our Federal dollars yet and still have our state dollars available.  If we get more cases it will be good to have more dollars available for support. 
 
New Business:  Resolution 2020-20 Amendment to Extend Emergency housing contact 1. It was moved by Wynne McCabe and seconded by Bob Johnson to approve the resolution, it was passed to approve the motion. Martha reported  that we are using many different methods to help get information out to the community. Currently Social media, our website and also press releases. If anyone has any other ideas please let her know and also please don’t hesitate to call the office with any questions.  She is also working with the school on opening guidelines, Ernie reported that he had offered the school the use of the Nazarene church for extra space for classes. She also was asked about the current case count in Columbia county and she reported that they had an additional positive over the weekend, bringing their total up to 10, with 2 of them currently active. 
 
The activity report was reviewed.
