Wynne McCabe moved to approve the vouchers, payroll and financial report. Patty Blachly seconded the motion. The motion passed.   

Old Business: SE WA Health partnership approved purchasing call in meeting equipment for each health department in the partnership to help aid the social distancing recommendations but still encourage keeping our work going. FPHS is on hold for the COVID-19 response work. This work is further showing the need for sustainable public health dollars. Martha and Laura reported that currently the EH services with Asotin county and Shanda are working well. Brady with Asotin County has been very responsive to approval needs. We have set up an onedrive account for Shanda with previous year’s inspections and permits for her review. She will start inspections when the COVID-19 response has slowed down and restaurants are back open. COVID-19 update, Garfield County has tested 5 patients, 3 are negative and 2 are pending results. The two pending are on quarantine. 
New Business: Resolution 2020-06 Review and approve Amendment #11 to the 2018-20 consolidated contract increasing funding to the WIC program by $2840 for a total contract consideration of $340,266. Wynne McCabe moved and Patty Blachly seconded the motion. It was passed to approve the resolution. Resolution 2020-07 to close the Bank of Eastern Washington checking account was discussed. It was moved by Patty Blachly, seconded by Bob Johnson, and passed to approve the Resolution. Resolution 2020-08 review and approve the COVID-19 Outbreak emergency housing grant for Garfield County. The guidelines of the grant were presented by Martha and discussed by the board. It was moved by Bob Johnson, seconded by Patty Blachly, and passed to approve the resolution. It was also moved by Bob Johnson, seconded by Patty Blachly and passed to approve Martha Lanman as an authorized signer of the housing grant. Resolution 2020-09 to review and approve the interlocal agreement with Columbia County to provide the project coordinator for the Dept of commerce COVID-19 outbreak emergency housing grant. The details of services were discussed. Matt has the agreement and suggested adding some details about the grant to the agreement. Laura will add the suggestions. It was moved by Wynne McCabe, seconded by Patty Blachly, and passed to approve the Resolution. There was further COVID-19 discussion, it was suggested by Martha that we consider closing all parks in and outside the city limits. It was suggested by the board that Martha get together with the City, Nazarene church, and the prosecutor on how best to proceed. The jackpot show as also discussed, however it was determined that the show had already been canceled. The public bathrooms were discussed, it was determined for now to encourage more frequent cleanings and possibly to limit it to one set of bathrooms open. Martha reported she will be training Alberta and Patty on the contact following procedures and she is looking for at least two more people to have on stand by. Justin suggested looking at local businesses for help. Rachel Anderson reported that transportation is slow and could help with needs around the county.
