Old Business: Martha updated us on our test count we are currently at 38 tests all negative. Thank you to our community for staying vigilant, we are still the only county with no positive cases. Martha gave an update on the SE WA ACH, they had to change the name of the group in order to meet some 501 c 3 guidelines, it is now SE WA Alliance for Health. We had to remove the partnership title in order to meet guidelines. We were approved for the status in the state and have submitted our app to the federal government. The group health funds that were received were discussed 30,000 each is going to Garfield and Columbia and Asotin is getting 40,000. They approved to spend 5,000 on our summer lunch program. We will have breakfast and lunch, and also the weekend backpack program throughout the summer. Each of the counties gave an update on where they were at with their needs and they discussed the progress on the HRSA grant and telehealth. We got the HRSA grant extended for another year it will go through June 30, 2021. Martha reported that we received additional FPHS funds, the FPHS has been fully funded and we expect another payment in July. It will be a minimum of 100,000 for counties and go up from there based on population per year. We are still using the Federal Covid dollars based on reimbursement, the state covid dollars came as a lump sum payment. Martha gave an update on the phase progress and working with the community on guidelines. Things have been going well we have been helping supply masks, hand sanitizers, and signage. We discussed some of the Phase III guidelines, gathering of up to 50 people, recreation facilities open to 50% capacity, restaurants up to 75%, and bars open at 25%. We discussed the pros and cons of Phase III and graduations. We are looking forward to receiving the app and having it ready to go by Monday. Justin Dixon asked that we push to get the application as soon as possible and Martha offered to write a letter supported by the commissioners to encourage the state to get us the application for phase III as soon as it is available. The commissioners agree that moving forward is the right plan and would support a letter to the state. Martha then discussed the nurse position that she would like to pursue. She would like to share an RN between Garfield and Columbia county. 40% or two days in Garfield county and 60% or three days in Columbia county. The position would be run through Columbia county and Garfield would contract with Columbia for nursing services. Our public health nurse is having to work weekends and is hesitant to take time off because of our lack of backup and this hiring would help alleviate that pressure. The commissioners requested to see a spreadsheet with costs to see what it would cost to fund the position. Martha then reported that the SNAPED grant has been submitted and Jessica did a great job of getting it put together and submitted. 
 
New Business:  Resolution 2020-14 Amendment to extend emergency housing contract 2 was reviewed, it was moved by Wynne McCabe, seconded by Patty Blachly and passed to approve the resolution. Resolution 2020-15 contracts for contact investigations was reviewed, it was moved by Patty Blachly, seconded by Wynne McCabe, and passed to approve the resolution. Martha reported that the first town hall meeting was successful and if anyone has any feedback she looks forward to any comments. It was decided to meet again next Monday June 1, 2020 to discuss the nurse position and approve documents for Phase III.   
 
The activity report was reviewed.

The next meeting will be June 22, 2020
