Old Business: Martha reported that the SE WA Health Alliance is in the final approval process for their 501 c 3 status. There has been a lot of work and research on telehealth with local hospitals and clinics, the HRSA grant doing most of this work will continue until June 30, 2021. We spent some of our group health funds on the summer food program and are planning on spending more on hygiene packages to be distributed through the food bank. Martha will be completing a report on how these funds were spent by October 15, we have time to spend the remaining funds and are currently working on finding more qualifying projects for the approximately 20,000. The final FPHS report is due in now and Martha will be getting that submitted. Covid 19 update, we have tested 177, 163 negative, 13 positive and recovered, and 1 pending. Nobody in isolation, some may still be on quarantine. We are waiting for the state to release Halloween guidelines that we can get out to the community.   
 
New Business: We haven’t received any interested parties for our board position yet. Hopefully we will get some interest in the next week. Vital records has reported there will be changes to ordering birth and death certificates starting on January 1, 2021. You will need to provide identification and be a close family member in order to order these docs. There will also be a fee increase. Martha presented a 2020 budget amendment and discussed the changes. Incomes represent mostly increased covid funding streams and also we reduced the amount of county support. The expenses are corresponding increases to cover the covid time and office expenditures. We will advertise the amendment for our next board meeting for approval. Martha also presented a preliminary 2021 budget for the board to review and come back with any questions at our next meeting. We will get this approved with all the other county budgets in December. We discussed increasing the Program Coordinator’s hours to 30 per week. These extra hours will be covered by our new SNAPED grant and also through a contract with QBH to teach the LifeSkills program in the school. We are in discussions with the auditor’s office and the prosecutor on how to handle health benefits. It was moved by Wynne McCabe, seconded by Bob Johnson, and passed to approve the increase in hours after the details of benefits is ironed out with the prosecutor. Resolutions 2020-27 thru 2020-31 for the 2020-2021 YMPEP, ESD 123, Lamar billboard, Tobacco, and SNAPED contracts were reviewed. It was moved by Bob Johnson, seconded by Wynne McCabe, and passed to approve these resolutions. Amendment 15 to the consolidated contract was discussed and reviewed. It was moved by Patty Blachly, seconded by Wynne McCabe, and passed to approve this amendment. Laura will bring the resolution for signature at the next board meeting. Resolution 2020-32 to review and approve an extension to emergency housing contract 1 for the month of October was discussed. It was moved by Wynne McCabe, seconded by Bob Johnson, and passed to approve the resolution. Martha thanked her staff for all the work they have been doing in the last month with all the additional duties. Sherriff Hyer reported that he will have the new disinfecting guns and spray in the next month or so.  
 
The activity report was reviewed.
